ABSTRACT: The butterfly composition and species list on the northern slope of Taibai Mountain of Qinling were investigat—
ed. A total of 78 species which belong to 43 genera and 6 families were recorded on the northern slope of Taibai Mountain of
Qinling. They are: 8 species, 3 genera in Papilionidae; 19 species, 7 genera in Pieridae; 9 species, 5 genera in Satyridae; 27 species,
15 genera in Nymphalidae; 9 species, 7 genera in Lycaenidae; 7 species, 6 genera in Hesperiidze. 3 species were first found in the

north of Taibai Mountain.
