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ABSTRACT Objective: To master the basic situation and trends of service radius in the Neurology Department of a large scale
hospital, and provide the scientific basis for healthy development of department and rational configuration of medical resources, establish
a analysis model of service radius for clinical departments. Methods: Used statistical methods to classify and analyzed the basic
information of inpatients of Neurology Department on January 1, 2007 - December 31, 2010. Results: In 26528 inpatients from 2007 to
2010, the male patients were more than female. The number of urban inpatients had a declining trend. The number of patients in regions
which were long distance from Xi'an or another province had been increasing year by year. Conclusion: Analyze the population
distribution characteristics of inpatients for effective and reasonable allocation of health resources.
