A Prediction Based on Family Function, Parenting Styles and the
Relationship between Husband and Wife to Adolescents' Social Adaptability
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ABSTRACT Objective: To explore the prediction on family function, parenting styles, parent relationship between husband and
wife to adolescents' social adaptability. Methods: By stratified random sampling method, 452 middle school students between 12-18 years
old were tested. They were investigated with the scale on social adaptability for secondary school students, Family Assessment device, a
short-form of the Egna Minnen av Barndoms Uppfostran for Chinese and two dimensions of Olson quality of marriage questionnaire. Results:
(DHusband and wife exchange (beta=0.098,P<0.05), emotional warmth (beta=0.266, P<0.001), communication (beta=-0.240, P<0.001)
had significant predictive powers to the adolescents' psychological superiority; @The emotional warmth (beta=0.211,P<0.001), commu-
nication (beta=-0.177,P<0.05) had significant predictive powers to the adolescents' mental energy; (®Emotional warmth (beta=0.171,P<0.
01), problem solving (beta=-0.125,P<0.05), the roles (beta=-0.133,P<0.05) had significant predictive powers to the adolescents' interper-
sonal adaptability; @Husband and wife exchange (beta = 0.130, P < 0.01), conflict resolution way (beta=-0.102, P<0.05),excessive pro-
tection (beta=-0.172,P<0.001), emotional warmth (beta=0.167,P<0.01), problem solving (beta=-0.116,P<0.05) had significant powers to
the adolescents' mental resilience. Conclusion: Family functioning had the biggest predictive power to the adolescents' social adaptability.
